On Thursday, September 20 we were advised
by Don Erickson of the Kandiyohi County
Emergency Management ofpce to not send our
students home on the buses as it came to dis-
missal time because of the tornado warning in
effect for Kandiyohi and Chippewa counties.

We decided to hold the students in school
until we received an all clear from the local pre
department spotters and from the Kandiyohi
Emergency Management ofpce. We did dis-
miss students directly to their parents who were
at school to pick them up, but kept all the stu-
dents who drove cars and the buses until the all
clear was given. We called many parents on the
Willmar and Raymond routes to explain why
there was a delay in sending the buses home.

That explains what we did and | just wanted
to inform parents of how we acted in this
weather emergency. In the future, if we face a
tornado warning or a snow with blizzard condi-
tions, we will hold the buses at school until it is
safe to send the buses home.

Parents may call school in this kind of event
and we will inform you of our decisions. Be-
cause of the suddenness of the weather event
we made an immediate decision and did not
have time to inform the radio stations nor the
internet because it happened just at 3:15, the
time for dismissal from classes and when the
buses were to be loaded.

We are thankful no tornado was in our area
and we regret the worry it caused parents, but
we acted with the safety of our students in
mind.

RCW ¢ 50.6 students - $313.71 = $15,873.73;
and Willmar & 41.0 students - $505.26 =
$20,716.03. Mr. De Boer explained we expe-
rienced a bus breakdown on 10/1/07; we were
on the way back from Worthington; stopped in
Storden, needed to wait for a spare bus to pick
us up at midnight and got back to Prinsburg

at 1:15 am. The newest diesel was still under
warrantee, the cost of repairs was covered by
the diesel company, and they even paid for the
cost of towing. The defect in the engine was
an exhaust re-circulating device that leaked and
caused all the antifreeze to be blown out the tail
pipe; the bus shut down so as not to damage the
engine; the repairs were made in Marshall.

Consideration of textbooks and courses
Education Committee chairperson Sue De
Groot explained the minutes of their meet-
ing held on 9/17/07. As a committee they are
considering use of a P.E. course entitled Toward
Christian Adult Living and a course entitled
Changing Lives for use in the high school. The
committee is studying practices at other schools
where they require seniors to present portfolios
to the public prior to graduation.

What we are 8 what we feel - what we fear

At the August in-service for teachers, we spoke about how we should be teachers of children
in school each day. We looked at several samples of people who were teachers and each style of
teacher saw the students as a unique something, reacted to that perception in a particular way, and
feared what would bring damage to each student.

We fear student DOUBT

The teacher identipes the students as CLAY
The teacher sees the teacher as a MOLDER
We fear student HARDNESS

The teacher identipes the students as SPONGES
The teacher sees the teacher as a FAUCET
We fear student DROUGHT

The teacher identipes the students as SOLDIERS
The teacher sees the teacher as a COMMANDER
We fear a student who goes AWOL
